WHY the University System of Georgia? A FEW POINTS TO CONSIDER

REPUTABLE: Regional accreditation is the “gold standard” in American higher education. In fact, many civilian positions and
graduate programs require a degree from a “regionally accredited college or university.” Georgia’s public colleges are all accredited
by the Southern Association of Colleges and Schools Commission on Colleges (SACSCOC). Though we hope you will graduate from
a USG institution, if you need to transfer, coursework is eligible to transfer to another regionally accredited institution.

RECOGNIZABLE: usG institutions are well known throughout Georgia, the region, and nation. Many of our institutions
have also garnered recognition and awards on a global level. USG institutions are frequently highly-ranked and are often recognized
as leaders in a specific field or course of study.

AFFORDABLE: Tuition at USG institutions is very affordable when compared to other sectors of higher education. When
utilizing your hard earned military/veteran educational benefits, remember that obtaining a quality education, without incurring
significant debt, is critical when competing in the job market and achieving your post-military goals. USG has many initiatives
designed to make your higher education more affordable:

- Out-of-State Tuition Waiver for active duty military, their spouses and dependent children stationed in Georgia.

- Out-of-State Tuition Waiver for Recently Separated Military members. If you retired/separated recently, you may attend
a USG institution at in-state rates while you establish residency in Georgia.

- Institutions have the flexibility to waive some fees for active duty military, spouses, and dependent children.

ONLINE EDUCATION OPTIONS

Georgia ONmyLINE provides access to a full array of online and distance education offerings from USG’s 31
colleges and universities. Through this site prospective and enrolled students can quickly find degrees and/or
courses that meet their needs. They can apply for admission to colleges and universities, and once accepted,
register for courses. The offerings listed on this site will serve both students who seek fully online solutions for
their education needs, as well as on-campus students who seek occasional online formats to meet their content,
